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SUMMARY OF MEETING 
 
1. PUBLIC FORUM 
 

Amy Cloud stated that she had sent a letter to the Commission appealing the 
decision to not renew the Cloud’s Warner Mountain Ranch PLM contract.  She 
presented written material and discussed her appeal.     
 
Deputy Director Sonke Mastrup responded that the PLM contract program is a 
land enrichment program drawn up between the Department and the landowner 
with attributes pertinent to individual ranches.  He explained that the Clouds had a 
long history of contractual noncompliance with the Department, and that the 
Department had worked diligently to help the Clouds succeed and would continue 
to do so if the Clouds show substantiated attempts to meet the PLM requirements.  
 
Jim Martin requested that the Commission add to its next agenda a discussion of 
the peer review of socio-economic impact study, provided by the fishermen.  He 
also expressed concerns regarding public testimony procedures used at the 
August 2nd meeting.    
 
Eric Mills discussed his concerns and provided an update on the African clawed 
frogs in at Golden Gate Park.  He further indicated that in his opinion, none of the 
issues facing the Department could be resolved without the help of the wardens  
 
Paul Weakland discussed his concerns regarding withering syndrome, and sea 
otter issues, and he requested the opening of abalone harvesting in several Bay 
Area counties.  
 
Al Wright presented a resolution to Commissioner Kellogg, from the Wildlife 
Conservation Board, for his tenure on the Board and his continued resource 
stewardship.
